This tool addresses the functional
challenges faced by autistic individuals in the software in-
dustry by creating skill-based, structured pathways aligned
with neurodivergent strengths. Unlike traditional approach-
es that rely on generalized inclusion training, NeuroCodeFix
operationalizes ability-based integration. His authorship of
With Wings, We Will Fly provides practical career frameworks
for autistic individuals, shifting the perspective from depen-
dency to empowerment. Dr. Dhurat’'s approach is deep-
ly collaborative—engaging families, educators, clinicians,
and corporate stakeholders—to develop systemic models of
neuro-inclusive innovation. By combining psychological re-
search, therapeutic insight, and technological application,
this work demonstrates how neurodiversity can be recog-
nized not as a challenge to be mitigated, but as a reservoir of
potential.
